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A for-runner to “Ausbeer” and 
“Australian Home Brewer”, “The 
Australian Home Beermaker, 
yearbook No.1” (1981) is almost 
certainly Australia’s first craft 
brewing magazine.  
 
Unfortunately the magazine was 
effectively the product of only two 
Melbourne Brewers (then known as 
the ABAV) efforts, namely Gordon 
Clark and Graham Howard, and only 
one issue was ever produced.  
 
Few copies survive today and as a 
result the “Melbourne Brewers” club 
and “Vicbrew” decided in late 2006 
that an existing copy should be 
digitized so that an important part of 
Australian Craft Brewing History 
would be preserved.
